A PRIMER ON THE NATION OF SLOVAKIA

As you all know by now Bev and I will be hosting an exchange student from central Europe, the nation of Slovakia. Her name is Karina Benova and she is 17 years old. She will be in our area for nine months and will be attending Riley High School for the period of her visit. She will be arriving at O’Hare Airport late on the evening of August 13. Bev and I will pick her up at the airport. She will be introduced to the South Gateway Rotary Club on Friday, August 14, 2009 at the home of Emee and Bob Miller,

In this regard Emee and Bob Miller graciously offered to host a welcoming event for Karina at their home on the evening of Friday, August 14. They are calling it the “Great American Cookout.” We will discuss this more at the meeting on Tuesday. It should be great fun and we hope everyone who can, will attend.

In anticipation of her visit here are a few facts about Slovakia:
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The national flag has three equal horizontal bands of white, blue and red exactly as on the Russian or Slovenian flag. On the Slovakian flag there is a shield which dates from medieval times. The double cross rests on three mountains—Matra, Fatra and Tatra.

The Slovak Republic (Slovakia) is a completely landlocked country in central Europe with a population of over 5 million and an area of about 19,000 square miles. It borders the Czech Republic and Austria to the west, Poland to the north, Ukraine to the east and Hungary to the south. The largest city is the capitol Bratislava. Slovakia is a member state of the European Union, NATO , UN, WGO, UNESCO and other international organizations.

The Slavs arrived in the territory of present day Slovakia between the fifth and sixth centuries AD during the so called Great Migration. In the course of history many parts of today’s Slovakia belonged to many empires. An independent Slovak state was created during a brief period of WW II, during which it was a dependent of Nazi Germany, 1939-1944. From 1945 it became a part of Czechoslovakia. The present day Slovakia became an independent state in January 1, 1993 after the dissolution of its federation from the Czech Republic. 
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
